Witzenmann builds - family business on course for the future 
 

The Witzenmann Group is continuing on its economically stable course. The family-
owned company is investing in a new headquarters with modern production and 
administration, thereby securing jobs in Germany.  
 
Positive economic situation: 
The Witzenmann Group increased its turnover by 6.4% to €786 million in 2023. 
Witzenmann employs around 4400 people worldwide.  
Despite a tense environment, this positive development will continue in 2024. 
Witzenmann is successfully tapping into new markets in the future-oriented fields of 
hydrogen, the semiconductor industry and new mobility. 
 

"We are holding our own against global competition, tapping into important future 
markets and looking to the future with optimism,"  
says CEO Dr Andreas Kämpfe. 

 
New headquarters as a strong commitment to the founding location 
Witzenmann is building a new headquarters in Buchbusch. The investment of more than €40 
million for the first construction phase is the largest in the company's 170-year history to date. 
In challenging times, the family-owned company is thus emphasising its loyalty to Pforzheim - the 
place where it was founded in 1854. 
 
Setting out on the next transformation 
Witzenmann is striving for a future-oriented transformation in the areas of technology, 
digitalisation and culture. A lead plant for parts for hydrogen applications and the chip 
industry, among other things, is being built at Buchbusch. Production will be fully digitally 
networked. The building is 100% climate-neutral in operation. Modern working 
environments based on the New Work concept are being created in administration and 
production. 
The new headquarters will make Witzenmann more sustainable and efficient and secure 
jobs in Germany in the long term.
